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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. On March 24, 2005 Golden West Commuter, LLC doing business as Blue Sky Shuttle (Golden West), filed an application for emergency temporary authority to extend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 14314 to include the transportation of passengers and their baggage in call-and-demand limousine service between all points within the following described area: beginning at the intersection of Sheridan Boulevard and Alameda Avenue; thence north on Sheridan Avenue to its intersection with I-70; thence east on I-70 to its intersection with Colorado Boulevard; thence south on Colorado Boulevard to its intersection with Alameda Avenue; thence west on Alameda Avenue, as extended, to the point of beginning.  Restrictions: (1) call-and-demand service is restricted against taxi service; (2) call-and demand service is to be rendered in conjunction with Golden West’s scheduled service that originates at or is destined to Denver International Airport and will be performed immediately prior to or immediately subsequent to the scheduled service; (3) except for the interchange between Golden West’s call-and-demand service and its scheduled service which must occur in the following defined area, call-and-demand service is restricted against point-to-point service that is wholly within the following defined area: beginning at the intersection of Sheridan Boulevard and Alameda Avenue; thence north on Sheridan Avenue to its intersection with I-70; thence east on I-70 to its intersection with Colorado Boulevard; thence south on Colorado Boulevard to its intersection with Alameda Avenue; thence west on Alameda Avenue, as extended, to the point of beginning.

2. Pursuant to § 40-6-120(1), C.R.S., the Commission is authorized to grant temporary authority when "there appears to be an immediate and urgent need to any point or within a territory having no carrier service capable of meeting such need."  Section 40-6-120(4), C.R.S., further states: "If the Commission is of the opinion that an emergency exists, it may issue emergency temporary authority or approval at once by making specific reference in its order to the circumstances constituting the emergency, in which case no notice need be given, but any such emergency authority or approval shall expire no later than thirty days after it was issued."

3. Golden West must meet a two-fold test: first, that there is an emergency need for the transportation services, and second, that there is no existing carrier capable of meeting the need.  If Golden West fails to meet either test, the application must be denied.

4. Golden West may provide scheduled service, under CPCN PUC No. 14314, between Denver International Airport and points in the following described area: Beginning at the intersection of Sheridan Boulevard and 44th Avenue; thence west along 44th Avenue to its intersection with Colorado Highway 58; thence west along Colorado Highway 58 to its intersection with U.S. Highway 6; thence southwest along an imaginary line to the intersection of I-70 and Exit 256 near Lookout Mountain; thence southeast along an imaginary line to the Intersection of U.S. Highway 285 and Colorado Highway 8; thence east along U.S. Highway 285 to its intersection with Quincy Avenue (as extended); thence east along Quincy Avenue (as extended) to its intersection with Sheridan Boulevard; thence north along Sheridan Boulevard to the point of beginning.
5. CPCN PUC No. 14314 does not allow Golden West to provide scheduled service between Denver International Airport and the geographic area named in this emergency temporary authority application.
6. SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc., under CPCN PUC No. 55686, may provide call-and-demand limousine service between all points in the Counties of Denver, Adams, Arapahoe, Douglas, and Jeffeson, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, on the other hand.  Therefore, SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. may provide call-and-demand limousine service between Denver International Airport and the points named in this emergency temporary application.
7. Two letters were filed in support of this application.  Charles Staley, a dispatcher for Golden West, states in his letter “We continue to get calls from customers asking us to service this area (downtown Denver) and find that there isn’t enough commuter service to cover the downtown area.”  However, Mr. Staley does not name any specific instances in which the public has expressed a need for additional service between Denver International Airport and the area named in this application.

8. A letter from John Brunel, the general manager of Golden West, was also submitted with this application.  The letter is entitled “Letter of Support for Approval of Abandonment of Lease and Sub-Lease between Blue Sky Shuttle and Golden West Commuter.”  This letter was also submitted on March 15, 2005 in support of Docket 05A-110CP and Docket 05A-111CP.  Golden West was granted the authority to lease CPCN PUC No. 55725 from Owner/Driver United Corp. dba Blue Sky Shuttle in Docket No. 04A-433CP on October 1, 2004.  Golden West was granted the authority to sub-lease CPCN PUC Nos. 50790, 52940, 55363, and 55519 from Owner/Driver United Corp. dba Blue Sky Shuttle in Docket No. 04A-434CP on October 1, 2004.  Golden West, in Docket 05A-110CP, requested to abandon the lease of the CPCN PUC No. 55725.  Golden West, in Docket 05A-111CP, requested to abandon the sub-lease of CPCN PUC Nos. 50790, 52940, 55363, and 55519.  The Commission granted Golden West’s request to abandon the lease of CPCN PUC No. 55725 and the sub-lease of CPCN PUC Nos. 50790, 52940, 55363, and 55519 at its weekly meeting on March 30, 2005.

9. The letter from Mr. Brunel, filed in Docket No. 05A-110CP and 05A-111CP and subsequently in this docket does not include any specific circumstances that indicate an emergency need exists for the transportation services requested in this application.  The letter also does not provide any factual information that indicates that there is no existing carrier capable of meeting the service requested in this application.

10. The Commission finds that an emergency need for the requested transportation services has not been shown to exist, and it has not been shown that no carrier is capable of providing the service.

11. This application for emergency temporary authority is not in the public interest.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application for emergency temporary authority filed by Golden West is denied.

2. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
