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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Factual and Procedural Background

1. This matter comes before the Commission on the submission by Qwest Corporation (Qwest) of a Report of Adoption and Request for Waiver (Report).  Qwest’s Report asserts that New Rochelle Telephone Corp. (New Rochelle) has adopted the interconnection agreement between Qwest and Covista, Inc. that was previously approved by the Commission in Decision No. C04-0824, in Docket No. 04T-345, on July 26, 2004.

2. Qwest’s Report concedes that New Rochelle has not complied with Rule 6 of the Commission’s Rules Establishing Procedures Relating to the Submission for Approval of Interconnection Agreements, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-44-6.1.1.4.1 and 6.1.1.4.3, in that New Rochelle has not provided either a copy of its authority qualifying New Rochelle to do business in the State of Colorado, or a copy of New Rochelle’s articles of incorporation.  Qwest, however, seeks a waiver of these Rules on behalf of New Rochelle.

B. Discussion.

3. The requirements found at 4 CCR 723-44-6.1.1.4.1 and 6.1.1.4.3 are not complicated or burdensome, but they are necessary.  They are intended to provide the Commission with some minimum information relating to the identity of the party seeking to begin operation within the State.  It is not appropriate for the Commission to approve the adoption of an interconnection agreement without this basic, fundamental level of information concerning the identity of each party.

4. As a result, Qwest’s Request for Waiver will be denied, and the Report of Adoption will be rejected.  The parties may, however, re-file the Report of Adoption at such time as they are able to comply with 4 CCR 723-44-6 in its entirety.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Qwest Corporation’s Report of Adoption, filed on behalf of itself and New Rochelle Telephone Corp., is rejected.  Qwest’s Request for a Waiver of 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-44-6 is denied.  The parties may re-file the Report of Adoption at such time as they are able to comply with 4 CCR 723-44-6.
