I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. Before the Commission is the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel’s (OCC) Motion to Modify Use of Highly Confidential Information Subject to Protective Order and Shorten Response Time, filed on March 25, 2005.

2. This motion seeks Commission authority to allow the Executive Director of the Colorado Department of Regulatory Agencies access to highly confidential information filed in this docket.  

3. The motion also requests that the Commission shorten the response time to the motion, and have parties file their responses by March 29, 2005.

4. In Decision No. C04-1402, we determined that all pre-hearing motions would be settled by an administrative law judge save motions for summary judgment, motions to dismiss, motions to exclude evidence, and motions that would change the procedural schedule. 

5. We therefor refer the OCC’s motion to the administrative law judge assigned to hear motions in this matter.

6. Because of the tight timeline of this docket we will shorten response time to April 4, 2005 when normally, responses to the motion would have been due on April 8, 2005.  We pick a middle date because we believe other parties should have an opportunity to address this motion.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel’s Motion to Modify Use of Highly Confidential Information Subject to Protective Order is referred to the administrative law judge assigned to hear motions in this case.

2. Response time to the motion is shortened to the close of business on April 4, 2005.
