I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission on its own motion in order to more efficiently conduct the hearings in this case. 

2. In order to conduct this proceeding efficiently, given the number of witnesses and intervening parties, the breadth of issues, and the fact that there are only two weeks of hearing, we direct Qwest Corporation (Qwest) upon our own motion to prepare the following:

An agreed-upon order of cross-examination list by party.

An agreed-upon order of witnesses delineated by party.  This list should reflect, to the extent possible, any limitations on availability of witnesses.

An estimation of cross-examination times by witness, by party, and the total for the case.

3. We direct all parties intending to participate at hearing to provide their cross-examination time estimates for each witness and availability of their own witnesses to Qwest by close of business on April 12, 2005.  Qwest shall file the summarized list discussed above with the Commission by close of business on April 14, 2005.

4. We also direct the parties intending to participate to arrange with the court reporters to have all pre-filed exhibits and any intended exhibits identified and marked prior to the 9:00 a.m. hearing commencement on April 18, 2005.

5. Finally, we order Qwest to arrange and pay for transcripts of the hearing. Qwest may determine whether it needs daily transcripts for its own purposes. 

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. All parties intending to participate at hearing shall provide their availability of witnesses and estimates of cross-examination time to Qwest Corporation by close of business on April 12, 2005.

2. Qwest Corporation shall file with the Commission the summary of cross-examination by witness, by party, and in total by close of business on April 14, 2005.

3. All prefiled testimony and exhibits shall be identified and marked prior to the 9:00 a.m. hearing commencement on April 18, 2005.

4. Qwest Corporation shall be required to pay for the transcript of the hearing.

5. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
