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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Factual and Procedural Background

1. This matter comes before the Commission on a motion by Monument Limousine Service, LLC, (Monument) for an additional seven days’ time to file its Exceptions to the Recommended Decision of the administrative law judge in the above-entitled matter.

2. The Recommended Decision issued March 17, 2005, and therefore exceptions, if any, were due April 6, 2005.  In lieu of exceptions, Monument filed its motion for extension of time.

3. As grounds for its motion, Monument cites illness and the operational needs of its business.  Monument is represented here by its president, Alex Malone, and not by counsel.

4. A seven-day extension of time in this case does not appear excessive in view of the grounds stated.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The motion for extension of time by Monument Limousine Service, LLC, is granted.  Exceptions to the recommended decision of the administrative law judge in this matter are due on or before April 13, 2005.
