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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings of Facts, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission on a motion, filed April 12, 2005, by Casino Transportation, Inc. to Correct An Administrative Error in the scope of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity CPCN PUC No. 52393.

2. Casino Transportation, Inc. submitted the following exhibits in support of its motion: (1) a copy of the current authority for CPCN PUC No. 52393, (2) Decision No. C97-872 mailed September 3, 1997, (3) Decision No. R93-122 mailed February 10, 1993: and (4) Decision No. R91-1212 mailed September 10, 1991.

3. In support of its Motion, Casino Transportation, Inc. states “The scope of the authority purchased (in Docket No. 97A-532CP) was restated in the Appendix to the Decision (C97-872) and this is where CTI believes the administrative error in drafting the scope of the Certificate appeared.  The authority awarded was for the first time restated in two separate paragraphs (Part I and II) when in reality both are subparts of a single grant of authority to and from the Black Hawk/Central City area, as is clearly shown in the earlier PUC Decision attached as Exhibits 3 (Decision No. R93-122) and 4 (Decision No. R91-1212).”

4. A review of Commission decisions shows that an administrative law judge on September 10, 1991, by Decision No. R91-1212 in Docket No. 90A-834CP-Extension, granted John S. Brunel, Catherine Brunel, Kenneth A. Brunel, and David W. Brunel doing business as LCB, LTD. (LCB, LTD), authority to extend operations under CPCN PUC No. 14314.  The authority granted to LCB, LTD read as follows:

A.
Between points in that portion of Jefferson County bounded by Sheridan Boulevard on the east, 44th Avenue on the north to its intersection with Colorado Highway 58; thence west along Colorado Highway 58 to its junction with U. S. Highway 6; thence southwest along an imaginary line to the junction of I-70 and exit 256 near Lookout Mountain; thence southeast along an imaginary line to the intersection of U.S. Highway 285 and Colorado Highway 8; thence east along U.S. Highway 285 to its intersection with Quincy Avenue, as extended; thence east along Quincy Avenue, as extended, to Sheridan Boulevard; thence north on Sheridan Boulevard to the point of beginning; and

B.
Between points within a 1/2 mile radius of the intersection of Golden Gate Canyon Road and Colorado State Highway 93 lying south and west of said intersection;

on the one hand, and on the other hand; points in and within two miles of Central City and Black Hawk, Colorado via U.S. Highway 6, I-70, Colorado State Highways 93, 119, and 279 serving intermediate points in Jefferson County on and within 1/2 mile of that portion of I-70 between interchange 256 and the Jefferson/Clear Creek County boundary with the right to use Golden Gate Canyon Road for operating convenience only.

Items A and B of this Certificate are restricted as follows:

1.
To service to or from hotels and motels only in the following described areas:

a.
On and south of Colfax Avenue, north of Alameda, west of Sheridan Boulevard, and east of Youngfield Street; and

b.
Within one mile of Sixth Avenue from Youngfield Street on the east to the Jefferson/Gilpin County line on the west.  This restriction (1) shall not apply to service to or from points in Golden, Colorado and the Denver West Office Park;

2.
Against providing service to or from the Holland House Hotel in Golden, Colorado;

3.
To serving points named in the carrier's published schedule;

4.
To the use of vehicles with a seating capacity of at least ten passengers plus the driver.
5. An administrative law judge on February 10, 1993, by Decision No. R93-122 in Docket No. 92A-532CP-Lease, granted LCB, LTD authority to lease Items A and B of CPCN PUC No. 14314 to Casino Transportation, Inc.  The leased authority, as shown in the Appendix to Decision No. R93-122, was written in the same manner as shown in Decision No. R91-1212.

6. CPCN PUC No. 14314 was transferred from LCB, LTD to Golden West Commuter, LLC on December 19, 1994 by Decision No. C94-1461 in Docket No. 94A-497CP.

7. The Commission on September 3, 1997, by Decision No. C97-872 in Docket No. 97A-532CP-Transfer, granted Golden West Commuter, LLC the authority to transfer Items A and B of CPCN PUC No. 14314 to Casino Transportation, Inc.  At the time of this transfer, the portions of CPCN PUC No. 14314 to be transferred to Casino Transportation, Inc. were shown in the certificate for CPCN PUC No. 14314 as the same authority granted to LCB, LTD by Decision No. R91-1212 on September 10, 1991 and the authority leased to Casino Transportation, Inc. by Decision No. R93-122 on February 10, 2005.  However, the Appendix of Decision No. C97-872 set forth the authority as follows:

I.
Between points in that portion of Jefferson County bounded by Sheridan Boulevard on the east, 44th Avenue on the north to its intersection with Colorado Highway 58; thence west along Colorado Highway 58 to its junction with U. S. Highway 6; thence southwest along an imaginary line to the junction of I-70 and exit 256 near Lookout Mountain; thence southeast along an imaginary line to the intersection of U.S. Highway 285 and Colorado Highway 8; thence east along U.S. Highway 285 to its intersection with Quincy Avenue, as extended; thence east along Quincy Avenue, as extended, to Sheridan Boulevard; thence north on Sheridan Boulevard to the point of beginning; and

II.
Between points within a 1/2 mile radius of the intersection of Golden Gate Canyon Road and Colorado State Highway 93 lying south and west of said intersection; on the one hand, and on the other hand; points in and within two miles of Central City and Black Hawk, Colorado via U.S. Highway 6, I-70, Colorado State Highways 93, 119, and 279 serving intermediate points in Jefferson County on and within 1/2 mile of that portion of I-70 between interchange 256 and the Jefferson/Clear Creek County boundary with the right to use Golden Gate Canyon Road for operating convenience only.
Items I and II of this Certificate are restricted as follows:

1.
To service to or from hotels and motels only in the following described areas:

a.
On and south of Colfax Avenue, north of Alameda, west of Sheridan Boulevard, and east of Youngfield Street; and

b.
Within one mile of Sixth Avenue from Youngfield Street on the east to the Jefferson/Gilpin County line on the west.  This restriction (1) shall not apply to service to or from points in Golden, Colorado and the Denver West Office Park;

2.
Against providing service to or from the Holland House Hotel in Golden, Colorado;

3.
To serving points named in the carrier's published schedule;

4.
To the use of vehicles with a seating capacity of at least ten passengers plus the driver.
8. The portion of the authority of CPCN PUC No. 14314 to be transferred to Casino Transportation, Inc. in Docket No. 97A-532CP allowed the transportation on schedule of passengers between Central City and Black Hawk and two areas in Jefferson County.  These areas in Jefferson County were shown as Item I and Item 2.  However, the authority set forth in the Appendix to Decision No. C97-872 eliminated the transportation of passengers between points in Central City and Black Hawk, Colorado, and the points named in Item 1.  The elimination of the scheduled service between points in Central City and Black Hawk, Colorado, and the points named in Item 1 was apparently simply an error made in the completion of the appendix.

9. The Commission finds that Casino Transportation, Inc. has shown good cause to correct the administrative error made in the authority shown as the appendix to Decision C97-872.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The motion filed by Casino Transportation, Inc. to Correct An Administrative Error in the scope of CPCN PUC No. 52393 is granted.

2. The corrected scope of CPCN PUC No. 52393 is set forth in the Appendix.

3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, re-argument, or reconsideration of this Order shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
