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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings of Facts, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission on a letter, filed on April 27, 2005 by Turning Point USA, Inc. doing business as Best Connection Transportation (Best Connection Transportation), for an additional 60 days to comply with the filing requirements of Decision No. C05-0235.

2. On January 19, 2004 Best Connection Transportation filed an application for permanent authority to conduct operations as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers and their baggage between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Denver, and Jefferson, State of Colorado.  The application was restricted:  (I) to providing transportation services for:  (1) Myoung Ho Kim, MD, 14364 East Evans, Suite 280, Aurora, Colorado 80014; (2) Iliff HealthCare Pharmacy, Inc., 10730 East Iliff Avenue, Aurora, Colorado 80114; (3) Yoon Rehab & Physical Therapy Clinic, Inc., 11175 East Mississippi Avenue, Suite 205, Aurora, Colorado 80012; (4) Chiro-One Health Center, LLC, 1555 South Havana Street, #M, Aurora, Colorado 80012; and (5) Chun-Kwang Acupuncture, 10305 East Iliff Avenue, Denver, Colorado 80247; and (II) to providing transportation services for passengers who are recipients of Medicaid..

3. The Commission granted the permanent authority application in Docket No. 05A-032BP by Decision No. C05-0235 on March 2, 2005.

4. Ordering Paragraph 5 of Decision No.C05-0235 required Best Connection Transportation to file the appropriate liability insurance with the Commission in accordance with applicable rules.

5. Ordering Paragraph 6 of Decision No. C05-0235 stated “If Best Connection Transportation does not comply with the requirements of this Order within 60 days of its effective date, then the authority to conduct operations shall be void.  For good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance if the request for additional time is filed within the 60 days.”

6. Decision No. C05-0235 became effective on its mailed date of March 2, 2005.  The 60-day period for Best Connection Transportation to comply with the requirements of Decision No. C05-0235 expired on May 1, 2005.

7. Best Connection Transportation did not file the required liability insurance within the 60-day period.  Best Connection Transportation did file its request for an extension of time to meet the requirements of Decision No. C05-0235 within the 60-day time period.

8. In support of its request for additional time to comply with the requirements of Decision No. C05-0235, Charles Kim, the president of Best Connection Transportation, states “I have been searching for liability insurance since the permit was granted.  The first quote I received was $39,000 per year for two vehicles.  The second quote was $28,000 per year for the same two vehicles.  I am still trying to locate affordable insurance for my company.  I may not be able to acquire the required insurance by the end of the 60-day period.  Therefore, I am requesting an additional 60 days to comply with the requirements of Decision No. C05-0235.”

9. The Commission finds that Best Connection Transportation has shown good cause to extend the time to comply with the requirements of Decision No. C05-0235.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The letter filed by Best Connection Transportation is construed as a request to amend Decision No. C05-0235 and is granted.

2. Best Connection Transportation is granted an extension of time of 60 days from the effective of this Order to comply with the requirements of Decision C05-0235.

3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, re-argument, or reconsideration of this Order shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
