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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission in response to a letter filed on April 26, 2005 by Shamrock Charters, Inc. doing business as Shamrock Airport Express (Shamrock Airport Express).  In this letter, Shamrock Airport Express requests an extension of time to meet the filing requirements named in Decision No. C04-1041.

2. On July 15, 2004 Shamrock Airport Express filed an application for permanent authority to extend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 49759 to include the transportation of passengers and their baggage, in scheduled service, between Greeley, Colorado, on the one hand, and Loveland, Colorado, on the other hand, with service to intermediate points located on U.S. Highway 34.
3. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on July 26, 2004.  No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding was filed.  This proceeding was uncontested.

4. The Commission granted the application on September 1, 2004 by Decision No. C04-1041.

5. Ordering Paragraph 5 of Decision No. C05-1041 required Shamrock Airport Express to file a proper tariff and time schedule and pay the issuance fee and appropriate vehicle identification fee.
6. Ordering Paragraph 6 stated “If Shamrock Airport Express does not comply with the requirements of this Order within 60 days of its effective date, then the authority to conduct operations shall be void.  For good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance if the request for additional time is filed within the 60 days.”
7. Decision No. C04-1041 was mailed on September 1, 2004.  Therefore, the 60-day period for compliance expired on October 31, 2004.  Shamrock Airport Express did not file the tariff or time schedule within the 60-day period.  Shamrock Airport Express also did not file its request for additional time within the 60-day period.
8. Thomas Hofmann, the general manager of Shamrock Airport Express, filed a letter in support of this request for an extension of time.  In his letter, Mr. Hofmann states “We have been negotiating with the Greeley Mall to allow us to have a scheduled stop at their transit center.  During this process, they changed general mangers, and we were forced to start the process all over.  We have been unsuccessful in obtaining permission to stop on their property so we are abandonding our efforts to make this our primary stop.  Should we resolve our differences in the future, we will add this stop to our schedule.  Granting this extension will harm no one since there were no interventions and this service will be an asset to the public in connecting the cities of Greeley and Loveland.  Everything has been filed with the PUC except our rates.  We are in compliance with our insurance, schedule and stamps.  We apologize for the delay.  Based on assurances from Greeley Bus personnel, we were confident that the Greeley Mall would grant us permission to stop at their transit center.  It was a case of continuing to believe that permission would be “granted tomorrow” but we had to act and select our secondary choice of stopping at the Fairfield Inn.”
9. The permanent authority for this application was granted on September 1, 2004.  Shamrock Airport Express did not file its request for an extension of time until April 26, 2005.  Shamrock Airport Express apparently was aware that the management of the Greeley Mall was not processing its request to provide service from Mall propery in a timely manner.  Shamrock Airport Express could and should have filed its request for an extension of time at a much earlier date.  However, the Commission will take into consideration that this application was uncontested and that no other carrier is providing this type of scheduled service between Greeley and Loveland.
10. Therefore, the Commission finds that Shamrock Airport Express has shown good cause for an extension of time of 30 days to complete the filing requirements of Decision No. C04-1041.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Shamrock Airport Express is granted an additional 30 days from the effective date of this Order to meet the filing requirements of Decision No. C04-1041.

2. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, re-argument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.
3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
