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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Finding of Facts, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission in response to a letter filed on April 29, 2005 by Lisa O’Farrell doing business as Designated Driver (Designated Driver).  In this letter, Designated Driver requests an additional 30 days to meet the filing requirements of Decision No. C05-0369.
2. On February 22, 2005 Designated Driver filed an application for temporary authority to conduct operations as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers and their baggage, in taxi and call-and-demand limousine service, between all points in the Counties of Clear Creek, and Jefferson, State of Colorado, that are within a 15-mile radius of the intersection of Colorado Highway 74 and 73 Road in Evergreen, Colorado, and all points in Gilpin County, State of Colorado, that are within a 6-mile radius of the intersection of Colorado Highway 119 and Colorado Highway 279 in Black Hawk, Colorado.  This application was restricted as follows:  Taxi service in Jefferson County is restricted to points that are south of I-70, and west of Indiana Street as extended from its intersection with I-70, thence south on Indiana Street as extended to its intersection with the Jefferson and Douglas County boundary lines.
3. The Commission granted the temporary authority in part by Decision No. C05-0369 on April 1, 2005.

4. Ordering Paragraph 3 of Decision No. C05-0369 states “Designated Driver shall not commence operation until it has caused proof of insurance or surety bond coverage to be filed with the Commission in accordance with applicable rules.”  Ordering Paragraph 4 states “If Designated Driver does not comply with the requirements of this Order within 30 days of its effective date, then the temporary authority shall be void.  For good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance if the request for additional time is filed within the 30 days.”  The 30-day period to comply with the filing requirements of Decision No. C05-0369 expired on May 1, 2005.

5. Designated Driver did not file the required liability insurance by May 1, 2005.  Designated Driver did file its request for additional time on April 29, 2005 or within the 30-day period allowed by Decision No. C05-0369.
6. In her letter, Lisa O’Farrell the owner of Designated Driver states “This letter is to formally request that a 30-day extension be granted to Designated Driver in order for us to be able to successfully meet the filing requirements as defined by the subject Decision No. and order granting Designated Driver temporary authority to operate.  We are only waiting on commercial insurance.  Our application is pending and we expect completion very shortly.”
7. The Commission finds that Designated Driver has shown good cause for an extension of time of 30 days to complete the filing requirements of Decision No. C05-0369.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Designated Driver is granted an additional 30 days from the effective date of this order to meet the filing requirements of Decision No. C05-0369.

2. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, re-argument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
