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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an Application for Alternative Form of Notice (application) filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) on April 29, 2005.  The Company requests that the Commission prescribe an alternative form of notice for the Company’s Advice Letter No. 1433 – Electric that will put into effect a recalculated Purchased Capacity Cost Adjustment (PCCA) to reflect the removal of Base Energy Costs from base rates in compliance with Decision No. C05-0412.  On April 29, 2005, Public Service also filed Advice Letter No. 1433.

2. Public Service requests that the Commission prescribe: 1) filing with the Commission and keeping open for public inspection new schedules stating plainly the changes to be made, as required by § 40-3-104(1)(c)(I), C.R.S.; 2) publishing of the notice, as attached in this application, in the Denver Post, a newspaper of general circulation throughout the Company’s service territory; and 3) individual notice by electronic mail of the full Advice Letter and Notice to all Parties who entered appearances in Commission Docket No. 04S-164E.

3. The Commission rejected Advice Letter No. 1433 as premature pending action on applications for rehearing, reargument, and reconsideration on Decision No. C05-0412 that were timely filed on May 2, 2005, by Public Service, CF&I Steel, L.P. and Climax Molybdenum Company, and the Staff of the Commission.  Consequently, we reject the application as moot.  

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Application for Alternative Form of Notice filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on April 29, 2005, is rejected.

2. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
