I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On April 7, 2005, Global Crossing Telecommunications, Inc. (GCTI), Global Crossing Local Services, Inc. (GCLSI), Global Crossing Telemanagement, Inc. (GCT) (GCTI, GCLSI, and GCT together GC), and Matrix Telecom, Inc. (Matrix) filed for a transfer of GC customers to Matrix.  The application also contained a request for a waiver of the Commission’s slamming regulations for those customers involved in the transfer.  

2. GCTI has been granted Commission authority to provide emerging competitive non-optional operator services.  See Decision No. C98-399.  GCLSI has been granted Commission authority to provide competitive local exchange service and emerging competitive service.  See Decision Nos. C97-1174 and C98-461.  GCT has been granted Commission authority to provide competitive local exchange service and emerging competitive service.  See Decision No. C97-1173.  GCTI, GCLSI, and GCT all have effective tariffs on file with the Commission.  The Application states that the GC companies desire to maintain their Commission issued authorities and continue to provide services to customers that are not involved in the transfer.  The customers that are the subject of the transfer to Matrix are GC’s Small Business Group (SBG) customers.  These SBG customers are receiving service from GC through contracts that are assignable.

3. Matrix does not currently possess any Commission authority to provide regulated telecommunications services.  It applied to obtain telecommunications authority on March 29, 2005 in Docket No. 05A-136T.  This Docket is pending before an administrative law judge.  As GC does not intend to relinquish any of its Commission issued authorities, Matrix must obtain its own authority in order to provide service to Colorado customers that receive regulated telecommunications services.

4. On April 12, 2005, the Commission issued a Notice of Application Filed, giving notice to all interested parties.  Interventions were due on or before May 12, 2005.  No interventions were filed. 

B. Discussion

5. This application was deemed compete by minute entry at the May 25, 2005 Commission weekly meeting.

6. After carefully considering the matter, we conditionally approve the transfer of SBG customers to Matrix.  The condition will be that Matrix obtain its telecommunications authority that is the subject of Docket No. 05A-136T prior to receiving and providing service to GC’s SBG customers in Colorado

7. With regards to the request for a waiver of the Commission’s slamming rules (4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2-25), we also grant this request for the limited purpose of transferring GC’s SBG customers to Matrix.  Matrix assumes the responsibility of providing the written notice to the SBG customers that was contained in the joint application prior to serving those customers.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The joint application for the transfer of contract customers from Global Crossing Telecommunications, Inc., Global Crossing Local Services, Inc., Global Crossing Telemanagement, Inc., and Matrix Telecom, Inc. is approved with the conditions as noted in the above discussion.

2. The Commission’s slamming rules are waived for the purpose of the joint application.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
