1. On April 14, 2005, the Town of Erie filed an application requesting authority to relocate the Perry Street crossing of the Union Pacific Railroad track to cross at Briggs Street

3. On April 18, 2005, the Colorado Department of Transportation filed an Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention.

4. On April 29, 2005, the Union Pacific railroad Company filed an Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention

5. The Commission has reviewed the record in this matter and deems that the application is complete within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

6. All exhibits, specifications and plans are complete, accurate and meet Commission requirements.

7. The Commission has jurisdiction in this matter under § 40-4-106(2)(a) & (3)(a), C.R.S.
