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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) for consideration of a request for an extension of time to comply with the requirements of Decision No. R05-0364, filed by Nova Corporation.

2. Nova Corporation filed an application on February 1, 2005 for authority to conduct operations as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire.  An administrative law judge granted Nova Corporation a permit to provide transportation services as a contract carrier for hire in Recommended Decision, R05-0364, on March 29, 2005.
3. The Commission received a letter from Nova Corporation on June 1, 2005.  In this letter, Vyacheslav Tashkulov, the CEO of Nova Corporation, requests an extension of time to comply with the filing requirements of Decision No. R05-0364.

4. The Order, Decision No. R05-0364, required that Nova Corporation file an appropriate tariff, a certificate of insurance, and pay the issuance fee and the annual vehicle identification fee.  The Order stated that Nova Corporation could not begin operations until these requirements had been met.  The Order also stated that “if Nova Corporation does not comply with these requirements within 60-days of the effective date of this Order, the authority granted to Nova Corporation shall be void.  On good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance.”

5. Decision No. R05-0364 became effective twenty days after its mailed date of March 29, 2005, or April 18, 2005.  Therefore, Nova Corporation has until June 17, 2005 to comply with the requirements of Decision No. R05-0364.
6. In the letter received by the Commision on June 1, 2005, Mr. Tashkulov states “Nova Corporation respectfully requests an additional 30 day extension for filing compliance items in regards to Docket No. 05A-057BP.  Nova Corporation has incurred unforeseen delays in obtaining quotations form the Commercial Auto Insurance industry.  Granting the 30 day request extension will allow a sufficient amount of time for us to complete and submit our compliance items.”
7. The Commission finds that Nova Corporation has shown good cause to extend the time to comply with the requirements of Decision No. R05-0364 for an additional 30 days from June 17, 2005.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The letter filed by Nova Corporation is construed as a request to amend Decision No. R05-0364 and is granted.

2. Nova Corporation is granted an extension of time, and now has until July 17, 2005 to comply with the requirements of Decision No. R05-0364.

3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
