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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Procedural Background

1. This matter comes before the Commission on an Emergency Motion to Extend Filing Deadline for Exception Appeal, filed by Mr. Suwinski, the Complainant here.  Craig S. Suwinski asks for a 20-day extension of time in which to file exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R05-0617.

2. Recommended Decision No. R05-0617 was mailed May 24, 2005.  Therefore, exceptions would normally be due June 13, 2005.  A 20-day extension of time would place the new deadline at July 3, 2005, a Sunday preceding a Monday holiday.  Thus, we will construe Mr. Suwinski’s request as a motion to extend the filing deadline to July 5, 2005, the following Tuesday.

B. Discussion

3. As grounds for his request, Mr. Suwinski states that the issues in this present docket are similar to those contained in Docket No. 05F-055CP, and that an order issued by the Commission in Docket No. 05F-055CP, but not yet received by the parties, will have some bearing on the issues presented in this current docket.  Mr. Suwinski states that an extension of time in this docket will allow the parties time to review the order in Docket No. 05F-055CP prior to submitting exceptions in this present docket.

4. It does not appear that a grant of the requested extension of time will be prejudicial to any other party to these proceedings.

5. Mr. Suwinski’s request appears reasonable and should be granted for all parties.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Emergency Motion to Extend Filing Deadline for Exception Appeal, filed by Craig S. Suwinski in this matter is granted.

2. The parties now have until July 5, 2005 to file exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R05-0617.

3. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
