I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) pursuant to § 40-3-104(c)(I)(D), C.R.S., for an alternative form of notice for its Advice Letter No. 1436-Electric, by which Public Service proposes changes to its Purchased Capacity Cost Adjustment (PCCA) and Demand Side Management Cost Adjustment (DSMCA).  The application was filed on June 1, 2005.  

2. Public Service represents that the changes to the PCCA and DSMCA are the result of a Settlement Agreement Resolving Electric Energy Cost Issues entered into among Public Service, Commission Staff, and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel.  The Settlement Agreement was approved by the Commission in Decision No. C05-0412 in Docket No. 04S-164E, Public Service’s Phase II Electric Rate Case.

3. In accordance with the terms of the Settlement Agreement, Public Service filed Advice Letter No. 1436-Electric, in addition to its application for alternative form of notice.  The tariffs that accompany Advice Letter No. 1436 contain its proposed calculation of the new DSMCA and PCCA riders.  

4. Public Service requests that we approve, pursuant to § 40-3-104(1)(c)(I)(D), C.R.S., an alternative form of notice for these rate rider redesigns.  Specifically, Public Service requests that it be permitted to provide the following notice of the rate design filing:


1.
Filing with the Commission and keeping open for public inspection, new schedules stating plainly the changes to be made, as required by § 40-3-104(c)(I), C.R.S.; and


2.
Publishing the attached Notice in the Denver Post, a newspaper of general circulation throughout the Company’s service territory, which provides all the information required by § 40-3-104(1)(c)(II), C.R.S.; and 


3.
Individual notice by electronic mail of Advice Letter No. 1436-Electric to all Parties who entered appearances in Docket No. 04S-164E.

5. Public Service points out the substantial cost savings by providing this proposed alternative form of notice.  It also points out the substantial lead time necessary to provide notice by bill inserts, which would preclude Public Service from notifying customers within the next 20 days as required by § 40-3-104(1)(c)(I)(C), C.R.S., or with the next billing cycle as required by § 40-3-104(1)(c)(I)(A), C.R.S.  

6. We find Public Service has stated good cause to grant its application for alternative form of notice.

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Application for Alternative Form of Notice filed by Public Service Company of Colorado is granted consistent with the discussion above.

2. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
