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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission on a motion by Mr. Igor Medvedskiy requesting an additional sixty (60) days in which to file proof of insurance in compliance with Commission requirements relating to the stock transfer approved in this docket by Decision No. C05-0466.

2. Decision No. C05-0466, with an effective date of April 28, 2005, approved the transfer by Ms. Ilona Shukan of all her shares in Care-4-U Transportation, Inc. (Care-4-U) to Mr. Medvedskiy, and imposed certain filing requirements on the parties, to be completed within sixty (60) days.  That sixty (60) day deadline expired June 27, 2005.  Mr. Medvedskiy filed his request for extension of time on June 23, 2005.

3. In his request for additional time, Mr. Medvedskiy cites difficulties in obtaining affordable insurance.  The Commission recognizes that obtaining affordable insurance for a transportation carrier takes time.

4. Because Mr. Medvedskiy’s request was received in the present docket, Docket No. 05A‑105BP-SXFER, it is not construed as affecting any of the deadlines set forth in any other docket.  See footnote 1, supra.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The motion by Mr. Igor Medvedskiy to extend the deadline for compliance filings in this docket is granted.

2. The new due date for compliance filings in this docket is August 26, 2005.

3. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.

As a result, on or before July 25, 2005, Care-4-U must still file a written request either to reinstate Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9835 or to extend the suspension period.
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
