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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the Joint Motion to Schedule Additional Hearing Dates, Motion for Expedited Consideration, and Motion to Waive Response Time (Motion) filed by Public Service Company of Colorado, Aquila, Inc., the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel, the City of Boulder, Western Resource Advocates, the Colorado Renewable Energy Society, the Colorado Solar Energy Industries Association, the American Wind Energy Association, Climax Molybdenum Corporation, CF&I Steel, L.P., and the Colorado Independent Energy Association (Joint Movants) on July 1, 2005.  The Joint Movants state that they have been meeting regularly since the filing of comments in this docket to determine whether common ground or compromise could be reached on the many issues that have been presented in this case.  They assert that significant progress has been made in developing compromise recommendations; however, they have not reached the stage where any overall consensus has been reached.  The Joint Movants ask for an additional six weeks of time to continue discussion.  They state that they are hopeful that the additional time will enable them to significantly reduce the number of disputed issues.  Within the Motion, the Joint Movants indicate that they could file full or partial compromise rules by August 15, 2005, and that they could provide comments before or on the additional hearing dates in support of the consensus rule sections.  Lastly, the Joint Movants assert that no party to the rulemaking will be disadvantaged by the scheduling of additional hearing dates.

2. The Commission finds the Motion is reasonable and should be granted.  We encourage the Joint Movants to file any full or partial compromise rules by August 15, 2005, in order to allow sufficient time for Commission and public review and comment prior to the hearings.
  Any person wishing to comment on the compromise rules is encouraged to file their comments with the Commission by August 24, 2005.

The Joint Motion to Schedule Additional Hearing Dates, Motion for Expedited Consideration, and Motion to Waive Response Time filed by Public Service Company of Colorado, Aquila, Inc., the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel, the City of Boulder, Western Resource Advocates, the Colorado Renewable Energy Society, the Colorado Solar Energy Industries Association, the American Wind Energy Association, Climax Molybdenum Corporation, CF&I Steel, L.P., and the Colorado Independent Energy Association on July 1, 2005 is granted.

2. The Joint Movants are encouraged to file any full or partial compromise rules by August 15, 2005 in order to allow sufficient time for Commission and public review and comment prior to the hearings.

3. Any person wishing to comment on the compromise rules is encouraged to file their comments by August 24, 2005.

4. Additional hearings are scheduled for August 30, 31, and September 1, 2005.

5. A public comment session is scheduled for August 30, 2005 from 4:00 p.m. to 6:00 p.m. 

6. Should compromise rules be filed with the Commission, the Joint Movants shall have available a representative for the public comment session who can make a short presentation on the compromise rules.
