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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On June 24, 2005, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed a motion for a two-month extension of time to file revised steam service base rates, until September 1, 2005.  Public Service also requests waiver of response time.

2. Public Service and Staff of the Commission (Staff) entered into a Stipulation and Agreement in Resolution of Proceeding (Settlement) in this docket, which the Commission approved in Decision No. R05-0174.
  Paragraph 10 of the Settlement contained a requirement for Public Service to file a steam rate case on or before July 1, 2005.  Public Service states that in preparing for the new rate case, its management has become concerned about the significance of the base rate increase that is necessary to recover its steam service costs, due to the high cost of natural gas.  Therefore, Public Service has requested additional time to have one-on-one discussions with its largest steam customers before filing the rate case.

3. Public Service represents that Staff is the only other party to this docket, and that Staff does not oppose the proposed extension of time.

4. We agree that the increase in gas costs warrant an extension of time so that Public service can contact steam customers before filing the rate case.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The motion filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on June 24, 2005, for a two-month extension of time to file revised steam service base rates, until September 1, 2005, is granted.  

2. Response time to the motion is waived.

3. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
