I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) for consideration of a request for an extension of time to comply with the requirements of Decision No. C05-0301, filed by Horizon Specialized Services.

2. Horizon Specialized Services filed an application on January 28, 2005 for authority to conduct operations as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire as follows:  Transportation of passengers and their baggage between all points in the Counties of Moffat and Routt, State of Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and all points in the Counties of Denver and Mesa, State of Colorado, on the other hand.  The application was restricted as follows:  (A) to providing transportation services for clients of Horizons Specialized Services, 405 Oak Street, Steamboat Springs, Colorado 80477; (B) to the transportation of passengers who are developmentally disabled and are recipients of Medicaid; (C) to the transportation of passengers to and from medical appointments; and (D) to only providing transportation services that have been authorized by the Moffat or Routt County Department of Human Services.

3. The Commission granted Horizon Specialized Services a permit to provide transportation services as a contract carrier for hire in Decision, C05-0301, on March 18, 2005.
4. The Commission received a letter from Horizon Specialized Services on July 13, 2005.  In this letter, Amy Bowers, the Finance Director of Horizon Specialized Services, requests an extension of time to comply with the filing requirements of Decision No. C05-0301.

5. The Order, Decision No. C05-0301, required that Horizon Specialized Services file an appropriate tariff, a certificate of insurance, and pay the issuance fee and the annual vehicle identification fee.  The Order stated that Horizon Specialized Services could not begin operations until these requirements had been met.  The Order also stated that “if Horizon Specialized Services does not comply with these requirements within 60-days of the effective date of this Order, the authority granted to Horizon Specialized Services shall be void.  On good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance.”

6. Decision No. C05-0301 became effective on its mailed date of March 18, 2005.  Therefore, Horizon Specialized Services had until May 17, 2005 to comply with the requirements of Decision No. C05-0301.
7. In the letter received by the Commision on July 13, 2005, Ms. Bowers states “This letter is to request an extension of time to comply with the Contract Carrier Permit for Horizon Specialized Services, Inc. dated March 16, 2005.  There was a delay in compliance due to the fact that the insurance company for Horizons provided the required proof of insurance, however, there was a discrepancy with the name.  Horizon’s name, as listed with the Secretary of State, does not have “Inc.” after its name.  The insurance company does show “Inc.” after the name.  In order to continue the process for the PUC application, Horizons filed a Statement of Change with the Colorado Secretary of State.  This was mailed today, July 11, 2005.  Once that is processed, the application can be finalized.  Please consider this request for the extension of time due to these circumstances which were not foreseen or avoidable.”
8. A review of Commission records shows that Philadelphia Indemnity Insurance Company filed the appropriate certificate of insurance for Horizons Specialized Services on May 5, 2005.  However, the name on the certificate was shown as Horizons Specialized Services, Inc. The certificate of insurance had been in effect since July 1, 2004.  Therefore, Horizons Specialized Services did file the required certificate of insurance, except for the inclusion of the “Inc.”, within the compliance period named in Decision No. C05-0301.

9. The Commission finds that Horizon Specialized Services has shown good cause to extend the time to comply with the requirements of Decision No. C05-0301 for an additional 60 days from July 20, 2005.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The letter filed by Horizon Specialized Services is construed as a request to amend Decision No. C05-0301 and is granted.

2. Horizon Specialized Services is granted an extension of time through September 19, 2005 to comply with the requirements of Decision No. C05-0301.

3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
