I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission upon review of the Joint Application for rehearing, reargument, and reconsideration (Joint RRR Application) of Decision No. C05-0802 filed by Qwest Corporation, Staff of the Commission, and the Office of Consumer Counsel (collectively Settling Parties) on July 18, 2005.  The Joint RRR Application includes a request to correct the local switching rate that was contained in the Third Corrected Stipulation and Settlement Agreement.  According to the Settling Parties the stipulation contains a typographical error and should read:  “The balance will be used to reduce the current local switching rate to $.011764.” instead of: “The balance will be used to reduce the current local switching rate of $.001764.”

2. We find that this request to correct the typographical error contained in the stipulation is not a request for reconsideration, rehearing, or reargument of the decisions contained within Decision No. C05-0802.   Nor is it a request for clarification of Decision No. C05-0802.  Therefore, we construe this request as a motion that will allow other parties in this proceeding to respond.

3. Further, we shorten the response time to the motion to close of business on August 1, 2005 to allow us to consider this motion in the same timeframe as the applications for reconsideration, rehearing, or reargument of Decision No. C05-0802.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request to correct the local switching rate included in the Joint Application for rehearing, reargument, and reconsideration of Decision No. C05-0802 filed by Qwest Corporation, Staff of the Commission, and the Office of Consumer Counsel on July 18, 2005 is construed as a motion

2. Response time to this motion is shortened to close of business on August 1, 2005.
