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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. On August 11, 2005 Four Winds, Inc. doing business as People’s Choice Transportation, Inc. (People’s Choice) filed an application for authority to publish changes to Time Schedule No. 16 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.  People’s Choice may provide, under Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) Nos. 14641 and 48716, and Contract Carrier Permit A-9792, scheduled service between points in the Denver, Colorado metro area that are south of Interstate 70, on the one hand, and casinos in Central City and Black Hawk, Colorado, on the other hand.

2. People’s Choice is currently providing service from four locations in the Denver Metro area.  The addresses of these stops are 5790 S. Datura Street, Littleton; 3100 S. Sheridan Boulevard, Denver; 12364 W. Alameda Parkway, Lakewood; and 12100 W. 44th Avenue, Wheatridge.

3. On the same date that People’s Choice filed this application to revise its schedules, it also filed an application, in Docket No. 05A-339CP, to allow Casino Transportation, Inc. to lease CPCN’s Nos. 14641, 48716, and Contract Carrier Permit No. A-9792 from People’s Choice for a period of five years.  The emergency temporary approval of the lease of the certificates and permit were granted by the Commission on August 10, 2005 by Decision No. C05-0985.

4. In the application filed in Docket No. 05A-339CP, Joanne Lah stated that “People’s Choice recently emerged from Chapter 11 bankruptcy.  However, its financial condition continues to deteriorate.”

5. In this application, People’s Choice is proposing to eliminate service to or from 5790 S. Datura Street, Littleton, and 12364 W. Alameda Parkway, Lakewood, to help improve its financial situation.

6. Casino Transportation, Inc. in Docket No. 05L-347CP, also filed on August 11, 2005 proposes to consolidate the service currently being provided by it and People’s Choice from seven locations in the Denver metro area to four of those locations.  Casino Transportation, Inc. proposes to consolidate the services by eliminating its stop at 5960 W. Alameda Parkway, Lakewood, and adding to its existing schedule the stops at 3100 S. Sheridan Boulevard, Denver; and 12100 W. 44th Avenue, Wheatridge, that are currently being served by People’s Choice.

7. People’s Choice has stated it will be unable to provide service after September 1, 2005.  Casino Transportation, Inc. has been granted emergency temporary authority to lease the common carrier certificates and the contract carrier permit owned by People’s Choice.  To complete the lease of CPCN’s Nos. 14641 and 48716, and Contract Carrier Permit No. A-9792, Casino Transportation, Inc. is required to adopt the tariffs and time schedules that People’s Choice has on file with the Commission for CPCN’s Nos. 14641 and 48716, and Contract Carrier Permit No. A-9792.  The approval by the Commission of the time schedule changes proposed by People’s Choice in this application will allow Casino Transportation, Inc. to provide the consolidated service named in Docket No. 05L-347CP as soon as it adopts the time schedules currently in effect for People’s Choice.

8. Rule 31(f)(1) of the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, allows an order authorizing carriers to change tariffs or time schedules on less-than-statutory notice for good cause shown.

9. The Commission finds that People’s Choice Transportation has shown good cause for the approval of the proposed changes in Time Schedule No. 16 and that the application to file the schedule on less-than-statutory notice should be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application of Four Winds, Inc. doing business as People’s Choice Transportation, Inc. (People’s Choice) to publish a supplement to Time Schedule No. 16 on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

2. People’s Choice shall publish the supplement to Time Schedule No. 16 on not less than one day’s notice to the Commission and the general public.

3. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, re-argument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.
4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
