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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Joint Motion to Vacate Procedural Schedule filed by Qwest Corporation and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel on August 25, 2005.  

2. According to the pleading, the parties have reached an agreement in principle concerning settlement of this matter.  AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc. (AT&T) has indicated it wishes to participate in the Settlement Agreement.  DIECA Communications, Inc., doing business as Covad Communications Company (Covad) has indicated it would also like to join in the Settlement Agreement at this stage, subject to review/approval of the final agreement.

3. In order to complete the drafting and execution of the Settlement Agreement, the parties seek a Commission Order vacating the existing procedural schedule, including the hearing currently scheduled for September 12 and 13, 2005.  The parties indicate that they will file the Settlement Agreement, along with a motion seeking approval of the Settlement Agreement, on or before September 16, 2005.  The parties commit to notifying the Commission as soon as practicable, as to any unexpected delays.  

4. The parties represent that they have contacted counsel for the active parties to this Docket and only received responses from AT&T and Covad, indicating they have no objection to the motion.

5. We find good cause to grant the motion to vacate the procedural schedule, including the hearing currently scheduled for September 12 and 13, 2005.  We also acknowledge the parties’ commitment to file the Settlement Agreement no later than September 16, 2005.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Joint Motion to Vacate Procedural Schedule filed by Commission Staff, Qwest Corporation, and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel is granted.

2. A Settlement Agreement in this matter shall be filed no later than September 16, 2005.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
