I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Joint Motion for a One Week Extension of Time to File Settlement Agreement and for Waiver of Response Time filed by Qwest Corporation, Commission Staff, and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (collectively, the Parties) on September 15, 2005.

2. The Parties indicate that they committed to file a Settlement Agreement in this matter with a motion seeking approval of the Settlement Agreement on or before September 16, 2005.  However, the Parties find that they will be unable to complete work on the Settlement Agreement by that September 16, 2005 deadline.  As a result, the Parties seek a one week extension of time to September 23, 2005 to file the Settlement Agreement and motion for approval.

3. The Parties further indicate that counsel for the other active parties in this docket have been contacted and AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc., Covad Communications Company, WorldCom, Inc., XO Communications Services, Inc., Time Warner Telecom, Inc., Level 3 Communications, LLC, and Electric Lightwave, Inc. have responded, stating that they have no objection to this joint motion.  

4. We find good cause to grant the motion for extension of time to September 23, 2005 for the Parties to file the Settlement Agreement and motion for approval.  We also waive response time to this motion for extension of time.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion for a One Week Extension of Time to File Settlement Agreement and for Waiver of Response Time filed by Qwest Corporation, Commission Staff, and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel is granted.

2. A Settlement Agreement and attendant motion for approval shall be filed with the Commission by close of business on September 23, 2005.
