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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. The Public Utilities Commission (Commission) ordered the deregulation of intraLATA interexchange telecommunications (intraLATA toll) service providers in Docket Nos. 04A-411T/04D-440T, Decision No. C05-0802, effective June 6, 2005.  In accordance with § 40‑15-306, C.R.S., intraLATA toll services may be deregulated upon the application of the provider of such services. 

2. This order specifies the forms to be filed by intraLATA toll service providers seeking deregulation.  The application forms may be found on the Commission’s website at www.dora.state.co.us/puc.  All telecommunications utilities must continue to submit any and all reports required of telecommunications providers, including the annual financial report, for the period it offered this telecommunications service in Colorado from January 1, 2005 through the effective date of Commission's Decision granting the authority to deregulate its intraLATA toll services, and must remit any assessments and fees due and owing the Commission.

B. Conclusion

3. The Commission finds that each utility holding a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity or Letter of Registration granting it authority to provide intraLATA toll services, in accordance with Title 40 of the Colorado Revised Statutes, may file an Application for Deregulation of IntraLATA Interexchange Telecommunications Services in the form prescribed here as Attachment A.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Upon the effective date of this Order, all intraLATA interexchange telecommunications (intraLATA toll) service providers holding a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity or Letter of Registration to provide intraLATA toll services may apply for deregulation by filing an application, using the Commission provided form, or by a separate pleading, for deregulation of its intraLATA toll services.

2. All applicants must continue to submit any and all reports required of telecommunications providers, including the annual financial report, for the period it offered this telecommunications service in Colorado from January 1, 2005 through the effective date of the Commission's Decision granting the authority to deregulate its intraLATA toll services, and must remit any and all assessments and fees due and owing the Commission within 30 days of the effective date of the Decision granting its deregulation.

3. The application shall be made in the form prescribed here as Attachment A.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
