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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On October 5, 2005, MCI, Inc. (MCI) filed an application on behalf of its regulated subsidiaries MCI Network Services, Inc. (MCI-NS) and MCI Communications Services, Inc. (MCI-CS) to transfer assets from MCI-NS to MCI-CS.  The application included a request for shortened notice to 10 days from the standard 30-day notice.
2. Applicants assert that the application is made to allow the streamlining of MCI’s corporate structure and to eliminate administrative duplication.  MCI-NS’s customers will receive the same services with no changes to rates, terms, and conditions from MCI-CS following the transfer.

3. We find that Applicants have provided sufficient information to render the appropriate action regarding the request for expedited treatment.

4. Good cause having been shown, we grant the request for expedited treatment, including notice on less-than-statutory notice, which shall be for a period of ten days.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed by MCI, Inc., on behalf of its subsidiaries MCI Network services, Inc. and MCI Communications Services, Inc., for expedited treatment including notice on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

2. Notice of the application shall be for a period of ten days.

3. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
