Under § 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., the Commission may, in its discretion, set the tariff for hearing which will suspend their effective date for 120 days.  Section 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., also provides that the Commission may, in its discretion, by separate order, suspend the effective date of the tariff for an additional 90 days.  Thus, the Commission has the power and authority to suspend the effective date of the tariff for a maximum of 210 days or, in this docket, until May 30, 2006May 30, 2006.  If the Commission does not establish new rates before the expiration of the first suspension period of 120 days, or March 1, 2006March 1, 2006 the tariff filed by MCImetro will become effective by operation of law.  If the Commission further suspends, by separate order, the effective date of the tariff for an additional 90 days, and if no new terms and conditions are established by the Commission on or before May 30, 2006, the tariff filed by MCImetro will become effective by operation of law.

Replace Ordering ¶ 1 with the following corrected paragraph: 

1. The effective date of the tariff filed by MCImetro Access Transmission Services, Inc. (MCImetro), on September 22, 2005, with Advice Letter No. 05-17, as superseded by Amended Advice Letter No. 05-17 filed on September 27, 2005, and as superseded by the Second Amended Advice Letter No. 05-17 filed on October 18, 2005, is suspended for 120 days until March 1, 2006, or until further order of the Commission.
