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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On October 5, 2005, MCI, Inc. (MCI) filed an application on behalf of its regulated subsidiaries MCI Network Services, Inc. (MCI-NS) and MCI Communications Services, Inc. (MCI-CS) to transfer assets from MCI-NS to MCI-CS.  4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-25-8.

2. MCI’s application included a request for less-than-statutory notice that was granted at the Commission’s Weekly Meeting on October 10, 2005.  Decision No. C05-1238.

3. Both MCI-NS and MCI-CS have Commission issued authorities to offer emerging competitive services and effective tariffs on file with this Commission.

4. The assets to be transferred from MCI-NS to MCI-CS include telecommunications facilities and customers.  MCI-NS is requesting that it be able to retain its Commission issued telecommunications authorities.  MCI asserts that the application is made to allow the streamlining of MCI’s corporate structure and to eliminate administrative duplication.  

5. Following the transfer, MCI-NS’s customers will continue to be provided services under the same terms and conditions as they were prior to the transfer to MCI-CS. 

6. On October 12, 2005, the Commission issued a Notice of Application Filed, giving notice to all interested parties.  Interventions were due on or before October 24, 2005.  No interventions were filed.

B. Discussion

7. The application is unopposed and may be considered without a hearing.  § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S.

8. The Commission finds that the proposed transfer is not contrary to the public interest.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application for the transfer of assets of MCI Network Services, Inc. (MCI-NS) to MCI Communications Services, Inc. (MCI-CS) is deemed complete and is granted.

2. The transfer of assets from MCI-NS to MCI-CS shall not include its Commission issued authorities to offer telecommunications services.  These shall be retained by MCI-NS.

3. MCI-NS shall continue to have the obligation to file an annual report with the Commission and to contribute to all applicable Colorado funds, including the Public Utilities Commission's Fixed Utilities Fund and the Colorado High Cost Support Mechanism. 

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
