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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On June 11, 2003, ComFurT Gas, Inc. (ComFurT) submitted a Gas Purchase Plan (GPP) with the Commission, pursuant to Gas Cost Adjustment Rules, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-8, for a determination of completeness.  At the Weekly Meeting on June 18, 2005, the Commission deemed the submittal of GPP complete, by minute entry.

2. On June 13, 2003, Atmos Energy Corporation (Atmos) submitted a GPP with the Commission for determination of completeness in Docket No. 03P-229G.  At the Weekly Meeting on June 18, 2003, the Commission deemed the submittal of the GPP complete, by minute entry.

3. On October 14, 2003, Atmos submitted an amended GPP with the Commission.  At the Weekly Meeting on October 29, 2003, the Commission deemed the submittal of the GPP complete, by minute entry.

4. By Recommended Decision No. R04-0141 (Recommended Decision), adopted February 5, 2004, the Commission granted the Joint Application filed by ComFurT and Atmos, for the approval of the transfer of certain facilities and properties and of all certificates of public convenience and necessity associated with those facilities and properties from ComFurT to Atmos.  Paragraph No. 36 of the Recommended Decision states in pertinent part that “Atmos will include the ComFurT service area within Atmos’s Northwest/Central rate division for purposes of developing and implementing the GCA rate to be charged ComFurT customers in any future GCA filing by Atmos relative to its Northwest/Central rate division, but in no event later than in its next annual GCA filing to be effective November 1, 2004.”

5. On October 18, 2004, Atmos filed its Gas Purchase Report (GPR) with the Commission.  Only four months of ComFurT’s gas costs were included in Atmos’ GPR in the Northwest Central rate area in Docket No. 03P-229G. 

6. On October 12, 2005, the Commission, at its weekly meeting, closed the docket pursuant to Decision No. C05-1235.  The record in the docket, however, was not complete.

7. On October 24, 2005, ComFurT filed its GPR in the instant docket for the period July 1, 2003 through June 30, 2004.

8. Upon its own motion, the Commission re-opens the docket to accept the GPR by ComFurT to complete the record in the instant docket.

9. Commission Staff has not and will not now request a prudence review of ComFurT’s gas costs in the instant docket.

10. The docket will be immediately closed after accepting the GPR.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Docket No. 03P-249G is reopened on the Commission’s own motion for the purpose of accepting the Gas Purchase Report filed by ComFurT Gas, Inc. on October 24, 2005.

2. Docket No. 03P-249G is again closed.

3. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
