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I.
BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) for consideration of a request filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) for an alternative form of notice.  

2. On November 1, 2005, pursuant to § 40-3-104(1)(c)(I)(D), C.R.S., Public Service filed an application seeking approval of an alternate form of notice.  The alternative form of notice will apply to Public Service’s filing to revise its Air Quality Improvement Riders (AQIRs) and Wind Energy Service Adjustments (WESA).

3. On November 1, 2005, Public Service filed Advice Letter No. 1444 - Electric to update its AQIR.  The annual revenue increase from the AQIR filing is projected to be $4,441.  Since Public Service proposes no change to the WESA, other than those resulting from the change in the AQIR, changes to the WESA are likewise small.  

4. Since the method of calculation used to annually revise the AQIR has been established by stipulations approved by the Commission in Decisions No. R99-678 and C02-1422, the issues that may arise from the Company’s filing of Advice Letter No. 1444 are limited.

5. Because of the limited scope of the issues involved and the amount of recovery requested, Public Service requests the Commission grant the alternate form of notice requested. 

6. Public Service requests the following form of alternative notice:

a.
Filing the change with the Commission and keeping the filing open for public inspection: and

b.
Within 3 days of the filing with the Commission, publication of the notice in a newspaper of general circulation, such as The Denver Post.

II. ORDER
A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Public Service Company of Colorado’s application for Colorado Public Utilities Commission approval of an alternate form of notice pursuant to § 40-3-104(1)(c)(I)(D), C.R.S., is granted consistent with the above discussion.
