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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Utilities Commission for consideration of a request filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) for treatment of the unrecovered balance in the Qualifying Facility Capacity Cost Adjustment (QFCCA).  

2. The Settlement Agreement in Docket No. 02S-315EG specifies that, subsequent to the termination of the QFCCA, Public Service is to calculate the QFCCA deferred balance and propose a true-up mechanism.  The duration of the proposed mechanism is not to exceed 12 months.  

3. In addition, the Settlement Agreement provides that the Company is to stop accumulating costs in the QFCCA deferred account on April 30, 2003.  However, the account can remain open to reflect revenues associated with electric usage occurring before April 30, 2003, which due to cycle billing would be booked into subsequent months.  

4. On September 30, 2005, Public Service filed an application in Docket No. 05A-414E proposing to collect the QFCCA unrecovered balance of $1,423,804.27 in the Purchased Capacity Cost Adjustment (PCCA) that takes effect January 1, 2006 and remains in effect for 12 months.  

5. We find that Public Service has stated good cause to grant the application.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Public Service Company of Colorado’s application for Commission approval of a mechanism for recovery of its Qualifying Facility Capacity Cost Adjustment (QFCCA)deferred balance is deemed complete and granted consistent with the above discussion.

2. As part of the proceedings in Docket No. 05A-469E, which sets forth the Purchased Capacity Cost Adjustment (PCCA) rate for 2006, the Commission will determine the amount of the QFCCA deferred balance.

3. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
