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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. On November 17, 2005 AEX, Inc. doing business as Alpine Express (AEX, Inc.) filed an application for authority to publish Time Schedule No. 1 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.

2. AEX, Inc. may provide, under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) No. 12750, scheduled service between points in Gunnison, Colorado, on the one hand, and points in Crested Butte, Colorado, on the other hand.

3. Alpine Express, Inc. filed an application on August 3, 2004 to transfer CPCN PUC No. 12750 to AEX, Inc.  The Commission granted the permanent transfer of CPCN PUC No. 12750 from Alpine Express, Inc. to AEX, Inc. on September 17, 2004 in Decision No. C04-1093.

4. Gregory Sherwood, President of AEX, Inc., filed a letter in support of this application.  In this letter, Mr. Sherwood states “The purpose of this filing is to publish the time schedule that will be in effect for the 2005/2006 ski season for the scheduled service that will be provided by AEX, Inc. (in conjunction with the Gunnison Valley rural Transportation Authority) between Gunnison and Crested Butte for locals and commuters.  The service is provided only during the ski season and will run on a daily basis through April 6, 2006.  The arrival and departure times for the subject seasonal service are now finalized and are different than those in Time Schedule No. 2.  Further, Time Schedule No. 2 is in excess of 10 years old.  The current owners of Alpine Express (AEX, Inc.) acquired the assets of the company only slightly in excess of one year ago and have modified the service to be provided.  Granting this LSN application will permit Alpine Express’ (AEX, Inc.) published time schedule to reflect the service that has been finalized and will be available during the upcoming ski season.”

5. Rule 31(f)(1) of the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, allows an order authorizing carriers to change tariffs or time schedules on less-than-statutory notice for good cause shown.

6. The Commission finds that AEX, Inc. has shown good cause for the approval of the proposed changes in Time Schedule No. 1 and that the application to file the schedule on less-than-statutory notice should be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application of AEX, Inc. doing business as Alpine Express to publish Time Schedule No. 1 on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

2. AEX, Inc. shall publish Time Schedule No. 1 on not less than one day’s notice to the Commission and the general public.

3. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, re-argument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.
4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
