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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On May 27, 2005, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed Advice Letter No. 647 – Gas, along with pre-filed testimony in support of the Advice Letter.  By Decision No. C05-0749 the Commission suspended the proposed tariffs.

2. On August 24, 2005, the Commission mailed Decision No. C05-1010. This order granted interventions and established a procedural schedule for the Docket.

3. As part of the procedural schedule, a technical conference for the Commission Advisors regarding Public Service’s and other parties' financial and rate design models is scheduled for November 30, 2005 at 1:30 p.m., before an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ). This technical conference shall be open to all parties.  The technical conference will be an on-the-record proceeding before an ALJ. The ALJ shall resolve any disputes regarding the timing and the manner in which the technical conference is conducted. 

4. In order to facilitate the technical conference, the Commission requests that parties be prepared to make a short presentation on how their model works, and particularly on whether the model can be used to model other parties’ positions. Parties shall be prepared to answer Advisory Staff’s questions including the following initial questions:

a) Please describe the purpose of the principal worksheets in the file. 
b) Are these worksheets linked to other worksheets or files for data inputs? 

c) Are these worksheets linked to other worksheets or files for data outputs? 

d) What key data is “hard coded” in these worksheets? 

e) What are the key calculations made in these worksheets? 

f) What tips or warnings could you give for making changes to inputs to these worksheets? 

g) What would need to be checked or verified in other worksheets or files as a result of changes made to these worksheets?
5. The Commission Advisors may ask additional questions based on the responses provided at the technical conference.

6. The technical conference is solely to explain the inner workings of the various models being advocated.  The technical conference shall not be to address the merits of the case, or which model should be adopted by the Commission.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Those parties proposing their own models or modifications of other parties’ models shall be prepared to attend the technical conference as discussed above.  

2. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
