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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. On December 13, 2005 DSC/Purgatory, LLC doing business as Mountain Transport (Mountain Transport) filed an application for authority to publish Time Schedule No. 24 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.

2. Mountain Transport may provide, under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) No. 54985, scheduled service between points in Durango, Colorado, on the one hand, and the Purgatory Ski Area at Durango Mountain Resort, on the other hand.

3. Mountain Transport provides scheduled service between points in Durango and the Purgatory Ski Area during each ski season.  This season, the service began on November 23, 2005 and continues through April 2, 2006.  Mountain Transport provides one round-trip every day during this period of time.  This trip is designated as Route 1.  Mountain Transport also provides an additional round-trip on weekends and all holidays, including school holidays, during this period.   This round-trip on weekends and holidays is designated as Route 2.

4. In support of this application, Mountain Transport states it “is servicing Route #2 with school buses leased from Durango School District 9-R.  After the submission of Time Schedule No. 23 to the Commission, the District informed Applicant that safety considerations and district rules and regulations prohibited stopping at several anticipated locations.  Accordingly, Time Schedule No. 23 contains stops that cannot currently be served by applicant.  Cancelling and replacing the existing Time Schedule is required because the prior route stops cannot be serviced.  Applicant continues to run Route #1 in its original times and locations.”

5. Rule 31(f)(1) of the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, allows an order authorizing carriers to change tariffs or time schedules on less-than-statutory notice for good cause shown.

6. The Commission finds that Mountain Transport has shown good cause for the approval of the proposed changes in Time Schedule No. 24 and that the application to file the schedule on less-than-statutory notice should be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application of DSC/Purgatory, LLC doing business as Mountain Transport (Mountain Transport) to publish Time Schedule No. 24 on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

2. Mountain Transport shall publish Time Schedule No. 24 on not less than one day’s notice to the Commission and the general public.

3. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, re-argument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.
4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
