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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the motion for extension of time and waiver of response time filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) on December 12, 2005.  Public Service requests a nine-day extension of time, through January 13, 2006, to file its application for rehearing, reargument or reconsideration (RRR).  Public Service states that, normally, the 20-day RRR period would be sufficient for it to perform its review.  However, during the 20-day RRR period to Commission Decision No. C05-1461, many of the key Public Service personnel who are needed to review the rules are unavailable due to holidays and vacations.  Public Service believes that other parties may have the same concerns.  As such, it seeks an extension of time within which to file its application for RRR.

B. Findings and Conclusions

2. Because these are new rules that involve many complicated and contested issues, the Commission agrees that interested persons may need additional time to analyze the rules in light of the holidays.  Therefore, we grant the motion for an extension of time to file RRR until January 13, 2006.  This extension is applicable to all parties wishing to file RRR in this matter.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Public Service Company of Colorado’s motion for an extension of time to file applications rehearing, reargument or reconsideration until January 13, 2006 and for waiver of response time is granted.

2. The extension of time is applicable to all parties that may wish to file applications for rehearing, reargument or reconsideration in this matter.
