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I. statement
1. On October 27, 2004, Vail Summit Resorts, Inc., doing business as Keystone Resorts, Inc. (Applicant), filed a Verified Application for an Extension of Contract Carrier Permit Number B-9862 (Application).  The Application commenced this docket.  

2. The Commission gave public notice of the Application.  See Notice of Application Filed, dated November 1, 2004.  

3. By Decision No. C04-1368 the Commission granted Applicant temporary authority to provide the requested contract transportation services to 46 associations.  

4. Mr. Craig S. Suwinski filed a Requested Intervention - By Right or Permission.  By Decision No. R04-1541-I the Administrative Law Judge granted that intervention.  

5. Mr. Randall Seegers filed a Requested Intervention - By Right or Permission.  By Decision No. R04-1541-I the Administrative Law Judge granted that intervention.  

6. Messrs. Suwinski and Seegers are the only intervenors.  

7. On December 2, 2004, the Commission issued its Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing in this matter.  Hearing is scheduled for January 6, 2004.  

8. On December 30, 2004, Applicant filed on behalf of all parties a Joint Motion to Vacate and Reset Hearing Date [Joint Motion] and for Waiver of Response Time [Waiver Request].  In that filing Applicant represents, inter alia, that the parties estimate that the hearing, now scheduled for one day, will take at least four days; that the Intervenors wish to conduct discovery but did not begin that process due to the pending motions to dismiss their interventions, which were recently denied; and that counsel for Applicant is pressed with other matters now pending before the Commission, including Docket No. 04S-164E which is scheduled for a three-week hearing in January.  In view of this situation, and given that all parties agree, the Joint Motion seeks to vacate the scheduled hearing date of January 6, 2005 and to reschedule the hearing in February or March 2005.  

9. The Joint Motion states good cause, and granting the Joint Motion will not prejudice any party.  The Joint Motion will be granted, and the hearing date of January 6, 2005 will be vacated.  A new hearing date will be scheduled by subsequent Order.  

10. The Waiver Request seeks to waive response time to the Joint Motion.  The hearing is scheduled for January 6, 2005, and the Joint Motion must be acted upon in advance of that date.  Applicant submitted the Joint Motion on behalf of all parties, and no party will be prejudiced by granting the Waiver Request.  The Waiver Request will be granted, and response time to the Joint Motion will be waived.  

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Joint Motion to Vacate and Reset Hearing Date is granted.  

2. The hearing date of January 6, 2005 is vacated.  

3. The Joint Motion for Waiver of Response Time to the Joint Motion to Vacate and Reset Hearing Date is granted.  

4. Response time for the Joint Motion to Vacate and Reset Hearing Date is waived.  

5. This Order is effective immediately.  
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
