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I. STATEMENT

1. On January 7, 2004, in accordance with Decision No. R04-1470-I, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) conducted a prehearing conference in this matter for the purpose of establishing the procedural schedule to consider the Application by Burlington Northern and Santa Fe Railway Company (BNSF).  In this case, BNSF applies to remove the crossing warning devices at Winters Avenue/Drive, DOT No. 003565B, and Mount View Drive, DOT No. 003566H.  BNSF and Intervenor the City of Colorado Springs (City), through counsel, appeared at the prehearing conference.

2. Consistent with discussion at the prehearing conference, this order establishes the procedural schedule for this case:

The parties shall file a joint report concerning the status of negotiations on BNSF’s Application.

BNSF shall file its prehearing brief regarding the issues in this case.

(  March 22, 2005
BNSF shall file its list of witnesses for hearing and copies of its exhibits.

(  March 31, 2005
The City shall file its response to the prehearing brief by BNSF.

(  April 6, 2005
The City shall file its list of witnesses for hearing and copies of its exhibits.

(  April 11, 2005
The parties shall file any prehearing motions.

(  April 19, 2005
The parties shall file responses to prehearing motions.

As ordered below, the hearing in this case shall commence at 9:30 a.m. on April 21, 2005.  Except as may be specifically modified here, the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations, 723-1, shall apply (e.g., Rule 77 regarding discovery).

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Applicant Burlington Northern and Santa Fe Railway Company and Intervenor the City of Colorado Springs shall comply with the procedural schedule set forth above.
