I. statement

1. This application was filed on November 16, 2004 by Applicant Idox System, LLC (Idox).  The Commission gave notice of the application on November 29, 2004 as follows:

For authority to extend operations under Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9867 to include the transportation of

passengers and their baggage

between all points in the counties of Arapahoe, Denver, Douglas, Jefferson, and Larimer, State of Colorado.

RESTRICTION:

This application is restricted to providing transportation services for Logisticare, 3989 E. Arapahoe Road, Suite 120, Centennial, Colorado 80122.

2. On December 16, 2004, Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. (Shamrock Taxi), filed its Notice of Intervention.  Shamrock Taxi based its intervention on Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC Nos. 9256, 29934, 45391, 13043, 49759, and 54I&I.  Some of the authority possessed by Shamrock Taxi overlaps with the authority sought in this extension application.

3. By Order and Notice dated January 5, 2005, this matter was set for a hearing to be held on February 8, 2005 at 9:00 a.m. in a Commission hearing room in Denver, Colorado.  On January 12, 2005, Idox and Shamrock Taxi filed their Contingent Withdrawal of Intervention.  By this pleading the Applicant seeks to amend its application to exclude Larimer County.  Shamrock Taxi states that if this amendment is accepted its intervention should be deemed withdrawn.  The proposed restriction is restrictive in nature, administratively enforceable, and it is accepted.  The matter is now uncontested.  A review of the file, including a support letter from the transportation manager of Logisticare, the proposed customer, indicates a need for the service.  The proposed service is specialized and tailored to meet Logisticare’s distinct needs.  The Applicant is fit, financially and otherwise, to perform the proposed service.  The application should be granted in its amended form.

4. In accordance with § 40-6-109, C.R.S., it is recommended that the Commission enter the following order.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Docket No. 04A-606BP-Extension, being an application of Idox System, LLC, Aurora, Colorado, is granted in amended form.  Henceforth Permit No. B-9867 shall read as follows:

I.
Transportation of

between all points in the counties of Arapahoe, Denver, Douglas, and Elbert, State of Colorado.

II.
Transportation of


passengers and their baggage

between all points in the counties of Arapahoe, Denver, Douglas, and Jefferson, State of Colorado.

RESTRICTIONS:  This authority is restricted as follows:

Part I of this permit is restricted:

A. To providing transportation service for passengers who are clients of the Amberwood Court Care Center, 4686 E. Asbury Circle, Denver, Colorado 80222; and

B. Against providing any service to or from hotels, motels, or Denver International Airport.

Part II of this permit is restricted:

A.
To providing to transportation services for Logisticare, 3989 E. Arapahoe Road, Suite 120, Centennial, Colorado 80122.

2. Applicant shall cause to be filed with the Commission certificates of insurance as required by Commission rules.  Applicant shall also file an appropriate tariff and pay the issuance fee and annual vehicle identification fee.  Operations may not begin until these requirements have been met.  If the Applicant does not comply with the requirements of this ordering paragraph within 60 days of the effective date of this Order, then the ordering paragraph granting authority to the Applicant shall be void.  On good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance.

3. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

4. As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.

If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.

5. If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
