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I. STATEMENT

1. This docket concerns the Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Provide Local Exchange Telecommunications Services and Letter of Registration to Provide Emerging Competitive Telecommunications Services by Cordia Communications Corporation (Cordia).

2. By Decision No. R05-0026-I (Mailed Date of January 6, 2005), the Administrative Law Judge set this matter for hearing on March 1, 2005 and established various procedural requirements including dates for prefiling testimony and exhibits by Cordia and Intervenor Commission Staff.

3. On January 19, 2005, Cordia, through counsel, filed its Unopposed Motion for a Two-Week Extension of Procedural Schedule.  The motion states that Cordia requires additional time in this matter due to the recent entry of appearance of new counsel.  Additionally, the motion suggests that an extension of the procedural schedule may enable Cordia to address Commission Staff’s concerns without the necessity of a hearing.  Cordia, in the motion, requests that the procedural schedule in this case be extended by at least two weeks.

4. Since the motion is unopposed, the ALJ waives response time to the motion.  And, good cause having been stated, the motion is granted.  The procedural schedule established in Decision No. R05-0026-I, including the March 1, 2005 hearing date, is vacated.
  The requirements in paragraphs 4-5, Decision No. R05-0026-I, regarding discovery and service of documents remain unaffected by this Order and still apply.

5. This Order now establishes a new hearing date (March 21, 2005) and associated procedural dates.  Specifically:  (a) Cordia shall file its direct testimony and exhibits on or before February 14, 2005; (b) Staff shall file its answer testimony and exhibits on or before March 3, 2005; (c) Cordia shall file its rebuttal testimony and exhibits on or before March 15, 2005; (d) the parties shall file any prehearing motions on or before March 17, 2005; and (e) the parties may provide oral responses to prehearing motions as a preliminary matter at the March 21, 2005 hearing.

II. ORDER

A. It is Ordered That:

1. The Unopposed Motion for a Two-Week Extension of Procedural Schedule by Cordia Communications Corporation is granted.  Consistent with the above discussion, the procedural schedule established in Decision No. R05-0026-I, including the hearing set for March 1, 2005, is vacated.

2. The requirements in paragraphs 4-5 of Decision No. R05-0026-I regarding discovery and service of documents still apply in this case.  The parties shall comply with those requirements.

3. The procedural requirements discussed above in paragraph 5 relating to the prefiling of testimony and exhibits and other matters shall apply in this docket.  The parties shall comply with those requirements.

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�  Decision No. R05-0026-I established these procedural requirements: (a) Cordia to file direct testimony and exhibits on January 24, 2005; (b) Staff to file answer testimony and exhibits on February 11, 2005; (c) Cordia to file rebuttal testimony and exhibits on February 23, 2005; (d) the parties to file prehearing motions on February 25, 2005; and (e) hearing on March 1, 2005.  The entirety of this schedule is vacated by this Order.
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
