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I. STATEMENT

1. This docket concerns the Application for an Order Authorizing the Construction of a Roadway Crossing over the Great Western Railway Track by the Town of Windsor (Windsor).

2. Hearing in this matter is now set for January 26, 2005.  On January 24, 2005, Windsor filed its Motion to Vacate Hearing.  The motion states that the parties have reached an agreement regarding Windsor’s Application and have substantially agreed to the form of a stipulation to be presented to the Commission.  Approval of that stipulation would resolve all issues in dispute in this case.  However, the motion states, obtaining all necessary signatures and final approval by Windsor’s Town Board require additional time.  Windsor, in the motion, commits to filing the stipulation between the parties by February 28, 2005.  For these reasons, the motion requests that the January 26, 2005 hearing be vacated.  The motion represents that the other parties to the case, Great Western and OmniTRAX, join in the motion to vacate.

3. Good cause having been stated, the motion to vacate is granted.  The parties are directed to file any stipulation in this case on or before February 28, 2005.  The Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) will issue further necessary orders shortly after February 28, 2005 (e.g., an order scheduling a hearing on the stipulation if the ALJ believes a hearing is necessary).

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Vacate Hearing is granted.  Response time to the motion is waived.

2. The hearing now scheduled for January 26, 2005 is vacated.

3. The parties shall file their stipulation in this case on or before February 28, 2005.

4. This Order is effective immediately.
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
