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I. statement

1. On January 25, 2005, the Colorado Business Alliance, Aquila, Inc., Kinder Morgan, Inc., Rocky Mountain Natural Gas Company, and Public Service Company of Colorado (Active Parties) filed a Joint Motion for Extension of Time (Motion) in the captioned proceeding.

2. The Motion requests an extension of various filing deadlines imposed by Decision No. R04-1315-I.  Specifically, it requests that the deadline imposed on the Active Parties for filing a final Status Report be extended from January 25, 2005, to February 5, 2005; that the deadline imposed on participants for filing written corrections and/or clarifications to previously filed comments and additional, and final, comments on the proposed rules or on the comments of another participant be extended from January 25, 2005, to February 5, 2005; and that the deadline imposed on participants for filing comments addressing the final Status Report be extended from February 1, 2005, to February 18, 2005.  The Motion does not request a continuance of the final March 15, 2005, hearing date. 

3. As grounds for the requested extensions, the Active Parties indicate that the press of other business has precluded them from finalizing their final Status Report and that additional time is needed to do so.  Such an extension should, in turn, afford other participants additional time to prepare and file their comments in connection with the same.   

4. Good grounds having been shown, the Motion will be granted.  However, in light of the need to coordinate this proceeding with other rulemaking proceedings currently pending before the Commission, no further requests to modify the procedural schedule governing this matter will be granted.  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Joint Motion for Extension of Time filed in the captioned proceeding by The Colorado Business Alliance, Aquila, Inc., Kinder Morgan, Inc., Rocky Mountain Natural Gas Company, and Public Service Company of Colorado is granted. 

2. The Active Parties shall file their final Status Report in this matter on or before February 5, 2005.

3. On or before February 5, 2005, any participant who wishes to do so may file written corrections and/or clarifications to previously filed comments and may file additional, and final, comments on the proposed rules or on the comments of another participant.  These final written comments, taken in conjunction with any previously filed written or oral comments and/or suggested rule changes, should be a complete presentation of the participant’s views on the proposed rules.

4. On or before February 18, 2005, any participant who wishes to do so may file written comments addressing the Status Report.
