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I. STATEMENT

1. This docket concerns the Application by Union Pacific Railroad Company (Union Pacific) for authority to close the highway-railroad crossing at 132nd Avenue in Adams County, Colorado.

2. By Decision No. R05-0081-I (Mailed Date of January 19, 2005), the Administrative Law Judge scheduled a status conference in this case for February 10, 2005.  On January 25, 2005, Union Pacific filed its Motion to Reset Status Conference.  The motion states that counsel for Union Pacific is unavailable on February 10, 2005 and requests that the status conference be reset to a different date.

3. Good cause having been stated, response time will be waived and the motion granted.  The Administrative Law Judge will reset the status conference after the parties have filed their anticipated stipulation in this case.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Reset Status Conference is granted.  Response time to the motion is waived.  The status conference now set for February 10, 2005 is vacated.
