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I. statement

1. By Decision No. R05-0001-I the undersigned Administrative Law Judge ordered the parties to confer with each other for the purpose of providing the Commission with an acceptable procedural schedule, including hearing dates of this matter.

2. On February 7, 2005, Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (Staff), with the concurrence of all parties of record responded to the Order.

3. The parties state that due to the uncertainty regarding Lake Durango Water Company, Inc.’s (Lake Durango) water supply, it would be difficult to establish a definitive certificated service territory for Lake Durango.

4. Staff points out that in consolidated Docket Nos. 04A-524W and 04A-525W (Lightner Creek case), the Lake Durango application to construct the Lightner Creek Project is currently being considered by the Commission.  The parties believe that in the instant CPCN docket, the appropriate certificated territory of Lake Durango should be evaluated after it is determined whether the Lightner Creek Project will be constructed, and how much additional water would be available.  Thus the parties believe that rather then approving a procedural schedule and scheduling a hearing date at this time in the instant docket, it would be preferable to hold the instant case in abeyance pending a final Commission decision in the Lightner Creek docket.  The parties suggest that a prehearing conference could be held following a final Commission decision that resolves the Lightner Creek case.

5. The suggestion of Staff and the other parties is well taken, therefore the instant case will be held in abeyance pending resolution of consolidated Docket Nos. 04A-524W and 04A-525W.  

6. On July 15, 2004, Lake Durango waived the statutory time limit of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S. for a final Commission decision.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The instant case is held in abeyance pending the entry of a final Commission decision in consolidated Docket Nos. 04A-524W and 04A-525W (the Lightner Creek case).

2. Staff of the Public Utilities Commission shall within ten days of the entry of a final Commission decision in consolidated Docket Nos. 04A-524W and 04A-525W enter a request for a prehearing conference in the instant case.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
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
