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I. STATEMENT

1. This docket concerns the Application for Authority to Demolish Existing Bridge and Construct a New Bridge on State Highway 96A Crossing Over the Union Pacific Railroad Tracks and Burlington Northern Santa Fe Railroad Tracks and Arkansas River in the City of Pueblo, Colorado by the Colorado Department of Transportation (CDOT).

2. Staff of the Commission (Staff), the Burlington Northern and Santa Fe Railway Company, the City of Pueblo, and the Union Pacific Railroad Company have intervened in this matter.

3. By Decision No. C05-0132 (Mailed Date of February 1, 2005) the Commission deemed the Application complete and set this matter for hearing before an Administrative Law Judge on June 28, 2005.  The Commission also directed the Administrative Law Judge to establish the procedural schedule for filing exhibits and lists of witnesses.

4. The Administrative Law Judge now directs the parties to comply with the following procedural schedule:  (a) Applicant CDOT shall file its list of witnesses in support of the Application, a detailed summary of each witness’s testimony, and copies of its exhibits on or before May 3, 2005; (b) Intervenors shall file their lists of witnesses, a detailed summary of each witness’s testimony, and copies of their exhibits on or before May 23, 2005; (c) the parties shall file any prehearing motions on or before June 10, 2005; and (d) the parties shall file responses to prehearing motions on or before June 20, 2005.

5. The parties should note that, in Decision No. C05-0132, the Commission directed the Administrative Law Judge to address the status of the final contract between the parties for construction and maintenance of the proposed crossing.

6. The Administrative Law Judge notes that Staff’s Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention in this case was not signed by an attorney.  Staff is directed to file a new Entry of Appearance signed by an attorney who will represent Staff in this proceeding.  That new Entry of Appearance shall be filed within 14 days of the effective date of this Order.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The parties shall comply with the following procedural schedule:  (a) Applicant the Colorado Department of Transportation shall file its list of witnesses in support of the Application, a detailed summary of each witness’s testimony, and copies of its exhibits on or before May 3, 2005; (b) Intervenors shall file their lists of witnesses, a detailed summary of each witness’s testimony, and copies of their exhibits on or before May 23, 2005; (c) the parties shall file any prehearing motions on or before June 10, 2005; and (d) the parties shall file responses to prehearing motions on or before June 20, 2005.

2. Within 14 days of the effective date of this Order, Staff of the Commission shall file a new Entry of Appearance signed by an attorney who will represent Staff of the Commission in this proceeding.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
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
