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I. STATEMENT

1. This docket concerns the Application by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) for Approval of Its Electric Department 2005-2006 Gas Price Volatility Mitigation Plan (GPVM Plan).  Public Service filed the Application in accordance with the provisions of the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement (Stipulation) approved by the Commission by Decision No. C04-0253 (Mailed Date of March 11, 2004).

2. The Stipulation, as modified by Decision No. C04-0253, specifies the procedures to be employed for consideration of the Company’s annual filing for approval of its GPVM Plan.  Public Service, in accordance with the Stipulation, filed its 2005-2006 Plan on January 18, 2005, and requests Commission approval of the Plan by March 18, 2005.

3. By Decision No. C05-0148 (Mailed Date of February 4, 2005), the Commission assigned this matter to an administrative law judge for expedited hearing as required by the Stipulation.
  This Order sets this matter for hearing on February 28, 2005.

4. Given the February 28, 2005 hearing date, Intervenors Commission Staff and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel are directed to file their Answer testimony on or before February 18, 2005.  The parties shall comply with the following procedures:  (a) response time to audit and discovery questions shall be three business days from service; and (b) response time to motions to compel and other motions shall be three business days.
