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I. statement

1. The captioned proceeding was initiated on January 14, 2005, when the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff) served RDSM Transportation, Ltd, doing business as Yellow Cab of Colorado Springs (RDSM) with Civil Penalty Assessment (CPAN) No. 73216.

2. On January 21, 2005, RDSM paid a reduced penalty of $3,700.00 for all but four of the alleged violations contained in Count 2 of CPAN No. 73216.  At that time, it requested that these four alleged violations be set for hearing.

3. On January 25, 2005, the Commission issued its Order setting this matter for hearing on March 23, 2005, in Denver, Colorado.

4. On January 28, 2005, Assistant Attorney General Jean S. Watson-Weidner entered her appearance as legal counsel for Staff.  

5. On January 28, 2005, RDSM filed a Motion for Change of Venue (Motion).  The Motion requests that the hearing be held in Colorado Springs, Colorado.  The Motion was not served on Staff’s counsel since RDSM was likely unaware that Staff had retained counsel at the time the Motion was filed.    

6. This proceeding has been assigned to the undersigned administrative law judge (ALJ) for disposition.  Unfortunately, the ALJ is not available for hearing on March 23, 2005.  Therefore, the current hearing date will be vacated and the hearing will be re-scheduled for sometime between April 1 and May 31, 2005.
  The parties shall advise the ALJ, in writing, of their availability for such a re-scheduled hearing during this period on or before February 25, 2005.  It will be presumed that any party failing to provide such an advisement will be available for hearing on any business day during the subject period.

7. Since Staff’s counsel was not served with a copy of the Motion, Staff’s time for responding to the same will be extended to February 25, 2005.       

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The hearing of this matter, currently scheduled for March 23, 2005, is vacated.

2. On or before February 25, 2005, the parties shall advise the Administrative Law Judge, in writing, of their availability for a re-scheduled hearing to be held between April 1 and May 31, 2005.

3. Any desired response to the Motion for Change of Venue filed by RDSM Transportation, Ltd, doing business as Yellow Cab of Colorado Springs, shall be filed on or before February 25, 2005. 

4. This Order shall be effective immediately.
