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I. STATEMENT

1. This docket concerns the Application by Aquila, Inc., doing business as Aquila Networks—WPC (Aquila) for Approval of a Quality of Service Plan for its Colorado electric operations.  Hearing in this matter is now set for February 23-24, 2005.

2. On February 17, 2005, Aquila filed its Motion to Vacate Hearing Dates and Remaining Procedural Schedule, Set Alternative Settlement Hearing, and for Waiver of Response Time.  The motion states that the parties to this case, Aquila, Commission Staff, and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC), have settled all disputed issues.  The parties, according to the motion, will file their written settlement agreement on February 18, 2005.  Therefore, the motion requests that the hearing dates of February 23-24 be vacated.  If a hearing is necessary on the settlement, the motion suggests that such hearing be conducted on March 3, 2005.  Staff and the OCC support Aquila’s motion.

3. Good cause having been stated, response time is waived and the motion granted.  The hearing now scheduled for February 23-24 is vacated.  If the Administrative Law Judge believes a hearing is necessary on the parties’ settlement, that hearing will be scheduled (for March 3) by separate order.  That determination will be made after reviewing the parties filed settlement agreement.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Vacate Hearing Dates and Remaining Procedural Schedule and for waiver of response time by Aquila, Inc., doing business as Aquila Networks—WPC is granted consistent with the above discussion.  The hearings scheduled for February 23-24, 2005 are vacated.

2. This Order is effective immediately.
