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I. STATEMENT

1. This docket concerns the Application by the Union Pacific Railroad Company (Union Pacific) for authority to close the highway-railroad crossing at 132nd Avenue in Adams County, Colorado.

2. On February 17, 2005, Union Pacific and Intervenor the City of Brighton filed their Supplemental Joint Motion for Additional Time to File Proposed Settlement Agreement.  The motion requests an extension of time to February 25, 2005 within which to file their proposed settlement agreement.

3. Good cause having been stated, the motion is granted.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Supplemental Joint Motion for Additional Time to File Proposed Settlement Agreement by the Union Pacific Railroad Company and the City of Brighton is granted.  Union Pacific Railroad Company and the City of Brighton shall file their proposed settlement agreement on or before February 25, 2005.

2. This Order is effective immediately.
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
