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I. STATEMENT

1. This docket concerns the Application by the Colorado Department of Transportation (CDOT) for authority to install new flashing light signals and automatic gate arms at the crossing of the Kyle Railroad tracks at U.S. Highway 385 and Marble Avenue, and to upgrade circuitry at 15th Street, City of Burlington, Colorado.  CDOT filed the Application on June 3, 2004.  No persons have intervened in this matter.

2. The Commission assigned the Application to an administrative law judge (ALJ) for hearing and set the hearing for March 14, 2005.

3. On February 28, 2005, CDOT filed its Motion to Vacate the March 14, 2005 Hearing Date.  The motion requests a 90-day extension of the hearing date, stating that CDOT is still attempting to finalize federal funding for the construction proposed in the Application.

4. Good cause having been stated, the motion to vacate is granted.  Instead of setting a new hearing date, the ALJ directs CDOT to file a status report on the proposed project within 90 days of the effective date of this Order.  As noted above, no one has intervened in this case.  As such, the ALJ may be able to rule on the Application under the Commission’s modified procedure (i.e., without hearing)
 once CDOT has filed all necessary documents, such as a copy of the final contract for the construction, operation, and maintenance of the subject railroad crossing.  See Decision No. R04-1420-I in this docket (Mailed Date of December 2, 2004).

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Vacate March 14, 2005 Hearing Date is granted.  The hearing in this case now scheduled for March 14, 2005 is vacated.

2. Applicant the Colorado Department of Transportation shall file a status report on the project proposed in this Application within 90 days of the effective date of this Order.

This Order is effective immediately.
