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I. statement

1. The captioned application of the Board of County Commissioners of Chaffee County, Colorado (Chaffee County) was filed with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) on July 19, 2004.  It is currently scheduled for hearing on March 9, 2005.  See, Decision No. R05-0127-I.

2. On February 22, 2005, the Staff of the Commission (Staff) filed a Motion for Leave to File Staff’s Witness and Exhibit List Out of Time (Motion for Extension of Time).  The Motion for Extension of Time requests that Staff be allowed to file its list of witnesses and exhibits on February 22, 2005, one day beyond the deadline established for such filing by Decision No. R05-0127-I.  Good grounds having been shown, the Motion for Extension of Time will be granted.    

3. On February 25, 2005, the Union Pacific Railroad Company (UP) filed a Motion to Re-Schedule Hearing Date (Motion to Re-Schedule).  The Motion to Re-Schedule requests that the current hearing date be vacated and that the matter be re-scheduled for hearing on May 19, 2005.  As grounds therefore, UP states that its primary witness will be unavailable on March 9, 2005, and, further, that a continuance of the hearing could facilitate a settlement of the case.

4. The Motion to Re-schedule notes that Chaffee County has waived the provisions of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.   Accordingly, the Commission is not bound by the deadlines imposed by that statute for the issuance of a final decision in this matter.  The Motion to Re-Schedule also indicates that neither Chaffee County nor any other party object to re-scheduling the hearing and that all parties are available on May 19, 2005. 

5. Good grounds having been shown, the Motion to Re-Schedule will be granted and the hearing of this matter will be scheduled by the Order that follows.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion for Leave to File Staff’s Witness and Exhibit List Out of Time filed by the Staff of the Commission is granted.

2. The Motion to Re-Schedule Hearing Date filed by the Union Pacific Railroad Company is granted.

3. The hearing of this matter, currently scheduled for March 9, 2005, is vacated.
