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I. statement

1. The captioned application of Scott Milan (Milan) was filed with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) on January 5, 2005, and was published in the Commission’s “Notice of Applications Filed” (Notice) on January 10, 2005.  The Notice indicated that the matter was set for hearing on March 16, 2005.

2. On February 9, 2005, Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc., doing business as Shamrock Shuttle, Inc. (Shamrock Taxi) filed an Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention.  On the same date it also filed a pleading entitled “Motion for Vacating Hearing and Reset Date”.  On February 22, 2005, Shamrock Taxi filed a pleading entitled “Supplemental Motion for Vacating Hearing and Reset Date.”

3. The Motion requests that the March 16, 2005, hearing be vacated and that it be re-scheduled for either May 17, 20, 23, 24, 26, 27, or 31, 2005.  As grounds for this request, Shamrock Taxi states that its legal counsel will be recovering from knee surgery and will be unavailable for hearing prior to the dates listed above.

4. Milan has not filed a response to the Motion.  Therefore, it is presumed that he does not object to the relief requested therein.  Good grounds having been shown, the Motion will be granted.

5. It is noted that Milan’s application requested that any hearing be held in Ft. Collins, Colorado.  Therefore, the hearing will be scheduled at that location by the Order that follows.  The Order also establishes a revised procedural schedule relating to the filing of witness and exhibit lists by the parties.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion for Vacating Hearing and Reset Date and the Supplemental Motion for Vacating Hearing and Reset Date Motion filed by Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc., doing business as Shamrock Shuttle, Inc., are granted.

2. The hearing of this matter currently scheduled for March 16, 2005, is vacated.
